Working with BlueJ

Perform each step. If you have trouble, ask for help immediately. At the end of the instructions you should have successfully run a program.

1. Lab computer have BlueJ available. If you work on your own machine, download BlueJ from http://www.bluej.org and install it. Note that the full version of java must be installed on your computer.
2. Open BlueJ. Click Project- NewProject, Select X-drive. Type in File Name javadev and click Create. This will create a folder named javadev on your X-drive. Close BlueJ window.

3. Copy the file Console.class from the class webpage to your javadev folder by clicking with right-mouse button on the link and selecting save-as option. 

4. Reopen BlueJ. In BlueJ window click Project – Open Project, navigate to your javadev folder, and click Open. You should Console.class in the BlueJ window.

5. You will be compiling and running your java programs with BlueJ.
· To crate a new program click New Class button, type in a program name (for example, Hello), and click OK. Open the program by double-clicking on the box with program name. It contains a general layout of a java program. Delete everything and type in your program.

   public static void main(String [] args)

· To compile the program, if it is open, click on Compile button at the top of the BlueJ window. 

· You do not need to save you program. It will be saved automatically when you compile it.

· If your program has an error, you will get an error message at the bottom of the window, and the line containing the error will be highlighted. Fix the errors (if any) until you program compiles.

· To run the program, click on the box with the program name with the right mouse button, select main, and click OK.
