LAB SESSION II

You will do three exercises in this session and you will write reports for all three. As will be the case for many of the labs, you may receive instruction about material in the lab after the lab class. We want you to explore and learn by experimenting with the ideas as much as possible first.

The first laboratory is on the web. The next two are on your lab disk.
